Organizagao retinotdpica simples no cértex auditivo primario (A1) de surdos congénitos

Resumo: As areas sensoriais primarias de individuos surdos/invisuais congénitos sofrem imensas
transformacgdes neuroplasticas, sendo frequentemente co-optadas pelos sentidos ndao afectados.
Neste estudo usamos técnicas fMRI para estudar a resposta do cdortex auditivo primario (Al) de
individuos surdos congénitos a estimulos visuais. Os resultados mostram que a drea Al em surdos
(mas ndo em individuos normo-auditivos) ndo s6 responde a estimulos visuais, mas fa-lo
aparentemente adoptando a organiza¢do funcional tipica do cértex visual — e.g., a informacao
processada na drea Al do surdos contém informag¢dao sobre a localizacgdo dos estimulos
apresentados no campo visual. Demonstramos assim que a informacdo visual ndo sé é
redireccionada para o cdrtex auditivo em surdos congénitos, mas que pressdes neuroplasticas
podem modificar a organiza¢do funcional dos tecidos corticais.

Patterns of male and female sexual arousal and affective responses to erotica

Joana Carvalho, Ana Quinta Gomes, Pedro Laja, Cdtia Oliveira, Sandra Vilarinho, Erick Janssen, &

Resumo: This study evaluated the interactive effects of stimulus content and stimulus processing on
men and women’s sexual and affective responses to erotica. Twenty-nine men and 28 women were
presented with 2 types of erotic films (explicit vs. romantic) and 2 fantasy instructions (fantasizing
about one’s real-life partner vs fantasizing about someone else). Genital response, subjective sexual
arousal, and affective responses were measured. Sexually explicit stimuli resulted in larger genital
responses; women reported higher subjective sexual arousal than men; and fantasizing about one’s
partner resulted in higher subjective sexual arousal and higher levels of positive affect. Results
suggested that sexual and affective responses to erotica are impacted both by stimulus content and
by the viewer’s interpretation of the depicted relationship.

Informacao sobre manipula¢ao de objectos é processada pela via visual ventral

Resumo: Neste estudo demonstramos que o acesso a informac¢do sobre como manipular um
objecto (e.g., uma ferramenta), tipicamente associada a via visual dorsal, é na verdade feito através
da via visual ventral. Usando a técnica de fMRI, e explorando o facto dos canais subcorticais
parvocelulares enviarem informacdo através da via ventral e ndo da via dorsal, observamos um
aumento da actividade neuronal para a apresentagao de objectos manipuldveis no lébulo parietal
inferior esquerdo (area associada com a manipulagao de objectos) quando estes estimulos sé estdo
visiveis para a via ventral. Numa condicdo controlo, onde os estimulos estariam visiveis
primeiramente pela via dorsal, as preferéncias neuronais associadas a apresentacao de ferramentas
foram observadas em regides mais superiores e posteriores do cortex parietal.

Resumo: A escrita foi inventada demasiado recentemente para poder ter influenciado o genoma
humano. Assim, a aquisicdo da leitura dependerd da reciclagem parcial de sistemas cerebrais pré-
existentes. Dados anteriores de fMRI mostraram em letrados que uma regiao visual do hemisfério
esquerdo aumenta a sua activacao para sequéncias de letras e reduz a sua resposta para faces. O
aumento da literacia leva também a uma forte lateralizacdo direita das faces. Neste estudo
avalidamos se esta reorganizacdo do sistema cerebral tem consequéncias no processamento de
estimulos visuais ndo linguisticos. Sujeitos iletrados foram consistentemente mais holisticos para
faces e casas do que os participantes com experiéncia de leitura. Assim a reorganizacdo cerebral
induzida pela literacia reduz o processamento holistico automatico de faces e casas, pelo menos
quando esta estratégia holistica é prejudicial para a tarefa, permitindo o uso de uma estratégia de
processamento mais analitica e flexivel.

A natural history approach to the development of structural shape perception
Alfredo F. Pereira® & Linda B. Smith?

'Universidade do Minho, %Indiana University Bloomington

Resumo: The ability to perceive structural shape undergoes major changes in infancy.
Contemporary theories are either neutral or do not predict these changes, but they predict that
generalization depends on the experienced exemplars. Few studies, however, have documented
the instances of common early-learned object-based categories children actually encounter. In a
first study, we investigated the distribution of exemplars, within a small set of well-known
categories, in terms of frequency and variability. Our results show large variability between
categories in terms of level of detail, and 3D vs. 2D. A second set of studies tested recognition using
a picture-book task; results suggest that shape variability influences shape abstraction, an
informative finding for the structural vs. view-based dichotomy in visual object recognition.

Tracking the emergence of consonant/vowel asymmetries in visual-word recognition: Evidence
with developing readers

Resumo: Recent research with skilled-adult readers has consistently revealed an advantage of
consonants over vowels in visual-word recognition. Nevertheless, little is known on how early in
development this asymmetry emerges. This works aims to address this issue by studying the
relative contribution of consonants and vowels at the early stages of visual-word recognition, with
developing-readers (2nd and 4th Grade children) and skilled-adult readers (college-students) by
using a masked priming paradigm with the lexical decision task. Results revealed significant priming
effects for the identity and consonant-preserving conditions in adult readers and 4th Grade
children. Moreover, the advantage of consonants was observed for the two word structures in
adult-readers, but it was restricted to the words with an initial consonant in 4th graders.

Developmental differences in number representations: Evidence from the priming distance effect
Mafalda Mendes & José Frederico Marques

!Centro de Investigagdo em Psicologia da Universidade de Lisboa

Resumo: In this study we used a primed number comparison paradigm to investigate the existence
of differences between children and adults in the priming distance effect. Three tasks were
performed to test same and cross-notation priming effects between symbolic and non-symbolic
numerical stimuli. Results revealed that priming effects were present and were quantitatively
similar in both children and adults when the prime and target were of the same notation. On the
other hand, no effect of priming was observed in cross-notation conditions in children. Contrary to
previous studies comparing priming effects in children and adults, this study suggests that there are
subtle differences in numerical representations between 10 years-old children and adults that were
only evident from cross-notation priming effects.

Gilligan versus Kohlberg: Um estudo em adolescentes portugueses

Resumo: A teoria de Kohlberg tem originado muitas criticas. Gilligan acusa a teoria de Kohlberg de
favorecer os homens, na medida em que apela para a ética da justica, dominante nos homens, e
esquece a ética do cuidado, dominante nas mulheres. Proclama ainda que, quando o raciocinio
moral das mulheres é avaliado por instrumentos Kohlberguianos, elas apresentam um raciocinio
moral inferior ao dos homens. Estas duas questdes foram estudadas em 34 adolescentes do género
masculino e 30, do feminino. O seu nivel de desenvolvimento moral foi avaliado pelo DIT de Rest.
Contra Gilligan, as adolescentes apresentaram um indice P significativamente maior que os
adolescentes. Segundo Gilligan, o estddio dominante dos adolescentes foi o 4; o das adolescentes, o
estadio 3

Temporal generalization gradients following interdimensional training
Ana Catarina Vieira de Castro & Armando Machado

Universidade do Minho

Resumo: In an interdimensional protocol a subject discriminates between the presence and the
absence of a stimulus, X, and is tested for generalization along one dimension of X. We investigated
the effects of interdimensional training in temporal generalization. Pigeons were trained to choose
A after a t-s houselight and choose B in the absence of the houselight. Subsequently, houselight
duration was varied and temporal generalization gradients were obtained. We found step-like
gradients from the beginning of testing, and gradients obtained with different training durations
overlapped when plotted in a common scale. We conclude that temporal control does not require
discrimination training along the temporal dimension, and that temporal generalization gradients
obtained with an interdimensional protocol show the scalar property of timing.

Estratégias de codificacdo na discriminacdo temporal em pombos
Carlos Pinto & Armando Machado

Universidade do Minho

Resumo: Que estratégias podem pombos adoptar para optimizar o desempenho numa tarefa de
discriminacdo temporal? Para responder a esta questdo, usou-se um procedimento de
correspondéncia a amostra com trés duragées de amostra (2s, 6s, 18s) e duas comparacdes
(estimulos vermelho e verde). Uma comparagdo era correcta apds 2s e a outra apos 6s e 18s.
Posteriormente, intervalos de retencdo foram introduzidos entre amostra e comparagdes para
contrastar duas hipdteses de codificacdo: “multiple coding” e “single-code/default”. Segundo a
“multiple coding”, trés regras de resposta sdo criadas, uma para cada amostra. Segundo a “single-
code/default”, apenas duas regras de resposta sdo criadas: uma regra Unica para amostras de 2s e
uma regra por defeito para qualquer outra duracdo. Os resultados suportaram a estratégia “single-
code/default”.

Visual perspective taking and knowledge attribution by dogs (Canis familiaris) in a Guesser-
Knower task: Evidence for a canine theory of mind?

Randolph C. Grace & Michelle E. Maginnity

University of Canterbury

Resumo: We tested 16 dogs in a Guesser-Knower task in which they chose between possible
locations for hidden food indicated by human informants across six conditions in four experiments.
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When informants had differing perceptual access to food baiting, dogs preferred the Knower’s
location. However, when there was no difference in perceptual access and baiting was done by a
third experiment, dogs showed no significant preference. Control conditions ruled out alternative
explanations in terms of associative learning, unintentional and extraneous cues. These results
show that dogs can respond as if they able to take the perspective and attribute knowledge states
to humans, and suggest that dogs may have a functional theory of mind in their interactions with
humans.

Starlings uphold principles of economic rationality

Tiago Monteiro®, Marco Vasconcelos® & Alex Kacelnik®

Resumo: According to both microeconomic and optimality models, rational decision makers should
not show circular preferences, or alter relative preference between alternatives depending on the
presence of other options. These principles of rationality are important for economists to predict
individual behaviour and its consequences for markets, and for biologists to apply evolutionary logic
to understand behaviour assuming the maximisation of Darwinian fitness. We report that in
stringent laboratory tests, European starlings (Sturnus vulgaris) satisfied these principles of
rationality when presented with alternatives offering different delays to food or different
probability of reward. These results endorse the rational choice and optimality approaches used in
behavioral ecology, and highlight the need for functional and mechanistic enquiring on observed
violations.

The experimental psychologist in the era of fast and flashy science
Marco Vasconcelos

School of Psychology, University of Minho, Portugal

Resumo: Science has entered the fast and easy publication era. Highly acclaimed papers tend to
have eye-catching titles and, at least sporadically, unsupported claims. This trend is particularly
troublesome in the cognitive and behavioural sciences where conceptual confusions frequently lead
to illusory groundbreaking discoveries. | illustrate the issue with two recently acclaimed pieces of
research. The first uses rescue behaviour in rats as evidence for empathy in non-human animals.
The second uses traditional learning tasks to show behavioural flexibility across multiple cognitive
tasks in the lizard. Both papers make unsupported claims and should energize psychologists for
closer scrutiny, particularly because the issue of interpretive parsimony is at the heart of progress in
experimental psychology.

Os idolos da Psicologia Contemporanea
Armando Machado
Universidade do Minho

Resumo: Convidado a analisar o estado da Psicologia no inicio do século XXI, constatei que ele é
semelhante ao estado da Ciéncia que encontrei no inicio do século XVIl. Em ambos os casos hd um
sentimento de mal-estar generalizado. Caracterizar esse estado serd o tema da primeira parte da
minha comunicac¢do. De seguida identificarei alguns dos obstdculos que dificultavam a investigacao
cientifica ontem e que, no meu entender, continuam a dificultd-la hoje. Refiro-me aos idolos
cientificos que tanto seduzem os psicdlogos como outrora seduziram os fisicos e os quimicos.

Compromisso e derrogagao em relacionamentos amorosos
David Rodrigues, Diniz Lopes

Instituto Universitario de Lisboa (ISCTE-IUL), CIS-1UL

Resumo: Segundo o Modelo do Investimento (Rusbult, 1980, 1983) individuos com elevado
compromisso geral tendem a derrogar alternativas, um mecanismo de manutencdo de estabilidade
traduzido em menor atraccao pela alternativa. Resultados semelhantes esperam-se para elevado
compromisso moral. Num estudo experimental (N = 136), os participantes viram uma fotografia de
um alvo ndo-atraente versus atraente e reportaram a sua atracgdo. Participantes num
relacionamento amoroso (vs. solteiros) reportaram menos atracgdo relativa ao alvo atraente, ndo
tendo sido obtidas diferengas para o alvo ndo-atraente. Mais, individuos com elevado (vs. reduzido)
compromisso geral e moral derrogaram o alvo atraente (vs. ndo atraente). Estes resultados sdo
discutidos a luz do Modelo do Investimento e da importancia de estudar diferentes facetas do
compromisso nas relagdes amorosas.

A connectionist model of spontaneous trait inference and spontaneous trait transference
Diana Orghian, Leonel Garcia-Marques, James S. Uleman, Dietmar Heinke

Faculdade de Psicologia, Universidade de Lisboa

Resumo: Spontaneous trait inference (STI) and spontaneous trait transference (STT) are well
established findings in the person impression literature. The current debate over these phenomena
focuses on their underlying processes. Two different explanations are currently discussed. One
explanation is the single process assumption claiming that an associative process is responsible for
both types of findings. The second explanation postulates that two processes, an associative and an
attributional process, are responsible for the findings. The current work shows that a connectionist
model, based on associative learning, can simulate the four main findings in the STI/STT literature,
favouring a single process explanation. Furthermore the simulations suggest that the different
effects are due to the amount of attention paid to targets while forming impressions.

The effect of interpersonal attraction on time perception
Joana Arantes

Universidade do Minho University of Canterbury

Resumo: What happens when we unexpectedly see an attractive, opposite-sex person? Does our
perception of time change? In our experiment, female participants viewed sequences of stimuli
which could be neutral (control trials), or photos of attractive or unattractive males or females (test
trials) in an oddball paradigm. Participants had to reproduce the duration of the last stimulus in
each sequence by pressing down the mouse button. Results confirmed our prediction that duration
estimates of attractive male photos were significantly longer than corresponding estimates for
unattractive male photos, while there was no significant difference in estimated duration for
attractive and unattractive female photos. Our data show for the first time that unexpectedly
viewing an attractive male can affect time perception in females.

Primacgdo de variedade e comportamento de escolha: O papel da familiaridade da marca
Marilia Prada, Vanessa Sousa, David Rodrigues, Ruben Trilho

ISCTE-IUL, CIS-IUL

Resumo: As escolhas dos consumidor sdo influenciadas por multiplos factores, como a presenga de
determinados estimulos no contexto. Procuramos compreender em que condi¢des a primagao do
constructo de variedade, via exposicdo a matrizes de formas geométricas homogéneas ou
heterdgenas, influencia o comportamento de procura de variedade. No Experimento 1 verificamos
que, independentemente da primagdo, os participantes optam sempre por escolhas variadas de
produtos de uma marca nao-familiar. No Experimento 2 exploramos as razdes subjacentes a tal
padrdao de resultados, considerando agora o papel desempenhado pela familiaridade da marca.
Como esperado, este factor modera o impacto da primagdo de variedade na escolha (apenas
presente para marcas familiares). A exposicdo passiva aos estimulos-primos (vs. processamento
activo numa tarefa prévia) potencia a magnitude do efeito.

Superordinate and domain category structure: Evidence from typicality ratings.
Andrea Santi*?, Ana Raposo’ & J. Frederico Marques®

'University College London; *Universidade de Lisboa

Resumo: Typicality ratings demonstrate the graded nature of category membership; where the
better the category exemplar the more features that are shared with other category members and
the fewer that are shared with nonmembers. This is at least the case at the superordinate level. In
this study we collected typicality norms across both superordinate and domain levels. Ten
superordinate categories across 280 items in Portuguese were studied. The results indicate that the
brain categorizes according to animate/inanimate domains rather than living/nonliving and that the
domain level of categorization is independent of the more specific superordinate domain, as
domain typicality correlates with the prevalence of an item’s feature types, but not feature sharing
among category members.

Resposta emocional a lingua nativa e aprendida: Medidas fisiologicas e comportamentais
Catarina Azevedo™ Margarida Garrido™* & Giin Semin?

Y|SCTE-IUL; 2Universiteit Utrecht

Resumo: Este estudo compara a forma como uma lingua nativa (L1) e uma lingua aprendida (L2) sdo
emocionalmente corporalizadas. Os participantes viram 40 palavras em Inglés e as suas tradugbes
em Holandés enquanto a actividade somatica e autondmica (medidas via EMG e SCR) eram
gravadas. Cada palavra foi ainda avaliada quanto a valéncia, activacdo e familiaridade. Depois de
preencheram um questiondrio relativo aos factores que impactam a ressonancia emocional da L2,
os participantes realizaram uma tarefa surpresa de recordac¢do. Independentemente da lingua os
resultados sugerem: maior activacao do corrugador para palavras negativas; SCR’s mais fortes para
palavras com elevado grau de activacao; maior recordagdo para palavras com elevada activacdo e
SCR’s. A semelhanca das respostas emocionais a L1/L2 sera discutida.

Language in the broad sense: How tightly connected are voice, music and speech?
Sdo Luis Castro

Universidade do Porto

Resumo: In order to disentangle the complexity of language, Chomsky and colleagues have recently
proposed to distinguish the “faculty of language in the narrow sense” (recursion mechanism) and
“in the broad sense”. Here we focus on this sense of language, taking it as the embodied expression
of inner states, cognitive and affective. We will illustrate, using recent findings from others and our
own, that common threads can be found across domains apparently diverse such as speech, music
and possibly also voice.

Modalidade sensorial e falso reconhecimiento no paradigma DRM

Sara Cadavid®, M. Soledad Beato®, M€ Salomé Pinho® & Alfonso Delgadol
'Universidad de Salamanca, Espanha; Universidade de Coimbra, Portugal

Resumo: Examinou-se o efeito da modalidade sensorial sobre a produgdo de memdrias falsas
utilizando o paradigma DRM (Deese/Roediger-McDermott). Este consiste em estudar listas de
palavras associadas a uma palavra critica ndo-apresentada observando-se, num teste de memdria
posterior (evocacdo e/ou reconhecimento), niveis elevados de recordagio falsa destas palavras
ndo-apresentadas. No presente estudo, cada lista estava associada a trés palavras criticas. Foram
construidas 48 listas com diferentes niveis associativos (alto, médio, baixo) para testar a sua eficacia
na producao de reconhecimento falso. Os 500 participantes estudaram as listas auditiva ou
visualmente. Os resultados mostraram a adequacao das listas para desencadear o reconhecimento
falso e, além disso, observou-se que tanto a modalidade de apresentacdao como o nivel associativo
sdo variaveis relevantes nas distor¢des mnésicas.

Adaptive memory: A mnemonic tunning for animates

Josefa N. S. Pandeirada®, James S. Nairne?, Joshua E. VanArsdall’ & Mindi Cogdill?
'University of Aveiro, IBILI, Portugal; purdue University, USA

Resumo: It is adaptive to remember animates, particularly animate agents, because they play a
more important role in survival and reproduction than inanimates. In the first set of experiments
pronounceable nonwords were associated with either animate or inanimate properties during
encoding. Subsequential recognition and free recall tasks revealed better memory for the nonwords
when these were previously associated with the animate properties. In the second set of
experiments, participants were asked to memorize a list of animate and inanimate items (e.g.,
DUCK, JOURNAL) matched along nine mnemonically relevant dimensions (e.g., familiarity,
concreteness). Animate items were better recalled than the inaminate items. These data support a
possible mnemonic tunning for animacy.
